WILL BE LOOKING FOR

The Winchester City Council Award for Green Innovation:
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Winchester has set itself the challenge of reducing its carbon footprint by 20%, by 2012.  The winner of this award must demonstrate creativity and innovation as a means to improved environmental impact and ultimate improvement in business performance.

The judges will be looking for:

· Evidence of green innovation within your organisation and improved business performance as a result

· Evidence of the organisation’s commitment to improved environmental practices particularly in the reduction of carbon output

· Demonstration of how imaginative solutions to the challenge of climate change have impacted on your business to drive new sales and increase your client base 

· How environmental awareness and creative methods to improve your company’s carbon footprint have shaped your business providing competitive advantage within your sector

· Evidence of the green-enablement of your workforce.

· Completion of a checklist of sustainability indicators for your business, to be sent to each entrant to the green innovation category separately.

Entry to this category is open to all organisations with less than 200 employees and an operating address in the local authority district of Winchester.
